


Jamsil Sports
Complex:

Home of the 1988
Seoul Olympics

Surrounded by the beautiful Han River,
Jamsil Sports Complex is located near
Sports Complex Station(on Subway Lines 2
and 9), making it easily accessible via public
transportation.

The complex consists of a main venue,
indoor gymnasium, and swimming pooals,
where some of the most historic events

of the 1988 Seoul Olympics, including the
opening and closing ceremonies,

were hosted. These days, the complex is
used as a venue for major sport events,
large-scale performances by “Hallyu”
celebrities, and musicals.

@ Seoul Olympic Stadium

The designer of Seoul Olympic Stadium, the
Korean architect Kim Swoo-geun, was inspired
by the re ned curvature of porcelain vases from
the Joseon Dynasty. Built to accommodate
up to 100,000 spectators, the stadium is now
used as a venue for sports, large-scale cultural

events, and concerts.

At the 1988 Seoul Olympics. Grif th Joyner
became a major gure in track and eld,
winning three gold medals in the Women'’s
100 meters, 200 meters, and 400 meter-
relay. She was also renowned for her
unique sense of style on the eld.

Canada’s Ben Johnson won the Men’s 100
meters, but was stripped of the gold medal
after failing drug tests due to steroid use-
following which, Carl Lewis prevailed as
the reigning champion for quite some time.

No admission fee is charged.

Hodori, adored by people all over the world,
is a tiger that was designed to embody the
strong association on between the animal and
Korean culture and people.

Basketball, the most popular sport of the

time, saw an occupancy rate of 91.2 percent
during the Olympics, re ecting the trend

of occupancy rates for basketball games
between the United States and Soviet
Union during the Cold War. Coincidentally,
the gold medals were split between the two
nations, with the Soviet Union winning the
men’s tournament and the United States

winning the women's.
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Swimming Pool #1

This indoor pool, where the diving and
water polo nals were held during the 1988
Summer Olympics, features a 50-meter
swim lane that meets international
standards. Two of the gold medals in diving
were won here by Greg Louganis, who is
still considered the best diver of all time.
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The 1988 Olympic Boxing Tournament
was held in Jamsil Students’ Gymnasium
and participated in by a record number

of nations and boxers, with a total of 427
bouts held across 12 weight divisions.
Korea’s Kim Kwang-sun won the yweight

gold medal, and Park Si-hun took home
the light middleweight gold medal.

Sports Park, located by the South Entrance,
provides a relaxing environment for visitors.
Located in the center is the easily recognizable
sculpture of Woongbi, and there are a variety
of sports facilities, such as the Students’
Gymnasium, Indoor Swimming Pools #1 and
2, small soccer eld, and park golf course,
where many locals enjoy their daily workouts.
